Carnival games
Lollipop-pull (they don’t get to keep the lollipop, but they do get a prize according to the color on the stem of the lollipop)
Ladder-ball

Craps, 3-card monty, shell game 
Dress up (hair, nails, make-up)

Face-painting (tempera paint or real face paint)
Hot-wheels car race

Knock down cups with a tennis ball
Fishing pond

Use a stick with a string attached and a magnet at the end. Have them pick up metal objects with numbers on them (that correlate to prizes). Flatware (forks, etc.) may work, or even bobby pins or safety pins

Water gun and ping pong balls

Set up the big pong balls on filled 2-liter bottles (they need to be filled so they don’t fall over easily).

Mini Golf

Set up a small putting range with prizes for the holes

Photo booth

Paint different “sets” – a sky to make it look like you’re flying, sandcastle and waves to make it look like you’re at the beach, trees to make it look like you’re outside. Use perspective (paint things small to make it look like you’re far away, or really big to make it look like you’re small)

Giant Twister

If in grass, use spray paint. If on cement, use chalk

Human ring-toss

One person stands above (on a balcony) with a hoola hoop. People stand below with arms above their heads. 
Sponge-target
Paint a bullseye target on big cardboard, and cut a hole in the middle. Someone (adult) puts her/his head through and people try to hit the face with a wet sponge

Egg Carton bounce

Use an ordinary egg carton on a table, with halves folded back so that they will remain flat on the table.

Give each compartment a numerical value.

Ping-pong balls.

Players attempt to bounce ping-pong balls in such a way that they will come to stop in one of the egg- box compartments.  Give same number of balls to each player and score according to value of compartments where balls rest.

Tennis ball bounce

Any kind of receptacle:  Large can, wastebasket, fruit basket & tennis balls

Bounce balls so that they strike floor once before entering container, then remain inside it.  Keep container away from walls.

Variation:  Different sized containers (with different points attached) in a line & the person stands at the end of the line & tosses the ball in.

Clothespin toss

Two dozen “snap” clothespins (marked with different values), rubber for canning jars, wastebasket

Pins are snapped over rim of wastebasket, and jar rings tossed in an effort to encircle them.  Score according to value of ringed pins, minus any rings in the basket.  No plus or minus for those outside.

Discus throw
Paper plate is the discus

Mark a line behind which player must stand.  Lines are marked for different points.  With side-arm motion, player throws the plate

Mirror throw

The player, holding a mirror in his hand, stands with his back to a suspended hoop  Looking only into the mirror, he tries to throw a number of beanbags or other soft objects through the hoop, one at a time.
